Facilities:
The Frederick Flight Center is located at the south end of the main ramp at Frederick Municipal Airport.  The Flight Training Center contains management offices, aircraft sales, flight instructors’ offices, a ground-school class/lecture/conference room, and maintenance department. Our training aircraft fleet includes the multi-engine Piper Seminole, Cessna 172R and S model round gauge and G-1000 Skyhawks, and the Cessna 182T G-1000 Skylane.  We also offer late model Piper Archer III’s, and, for more advanced training, the Socata Trinidad, and Aerobatic training in our C-A152 Aerobat. All of our aircraft have the latest in equipment and avionics.  

COMMERCIAL PILOT CERTIFICATION COURSE

CURRICULUM

The Commercial Pilot Certification Course follows the curriculum outlined in FAR Part 141, Subpart C, Appendix D; and may consist of up to 120 hours of flight training.  The cost of this program may be greatly reduced if the applicant already has the cross-country, night, and total time requirements for the certificate.  The actual program will be tailored to the needs and experience level of the applicant. Note that the total cost represented here does not include the aircraft rental time for the flight test with the FAA Designated Examiner (typically 1.0 – 1.5 hours) or the actual examiner’s fee, paid directly to the examiner.
ENROLLMENT REQUIREMENTS

Age:

The minimum age is 18 years old.

Education:
The applicant must hold a Private Pilot Certificate with an Instrument rating.

Physical:
The applicant must hold at least a third-class medical certificate.
