Note that the total cost represented here does not include the aircraft rental time for the flight test with the FAA Designated Examiner (typically 1.0 – 1.5 hours) or the actual examiner’s fee, paid directly to the examiner.

Age:

The minimum age is 18 years old.

Education:
The applicant must hold a Commercial Pilot Certificate and a Flight 



Instructor Certificate, both with airplane class and single engine land 



category rating.  The applicant must also have an instrument rating



on his/her Commercial Pilot Certificate.

Physical:
The applicant must hold at least a third-class medical certificate.
