Organization and Facilities

Organization:

Frederick Flight Center, Inc., is an FAA Part 141 certified, VA approved flight school.

Facilities:
The Frederick Flight Center is located at the south end of the main ramp at Frederick Municipal Airport.  The Flight Training Center contains management offices, aircraft sales, flight instructors’ offices, a ground-school class/lecture/conference room, and maintenance department. Our fleet of training aircraft includes the multi-engine Piper Seminole, Cessna 172R and S model round gauge and G-1000 glass Skyhawks.  We also offer late model Piper Archer III’s, and, for more advanced training, the Piper Turbo Arrow, Diamond DA-40XLS, and Cirrus SR20. All of our aircraft have the latest in equipment and avionics.  

GENERAL POLICIES AND REGULATIONS

STARTING DATES:
The client may begin training at any time.  Flight instruction is given on an individual basis and scheduling is flexible.  Training sessions are scheduled by appointment at the convenience of the client.

ATTENDANCE:
Ground school must be completed in accordance with the course syllabus to receive credit.

Since flight training is scheduled by appointment, no fixed rate of attendance is specified.  Twenty-four hours advance notice of cancellation of an appointment is required to avoid charge for the instructor.

HOURS OF OPERATION:
The Flight Training Center is open every day of the year except Thanksgiving, Christmas, and New Year's Day.

Ground School is held in accordance with the Jeppesen/Sanderson Integrated Training System or the Cessna Computer Based Instruction system.  It is accomplished through a combination of one-on-one instruction, video presentation, text readings, and workbook exercises.  Scheduling is integrated with the flight instruction scheduling.  Frederick Flight Center, Inc., also offers structured classroom ground training on a regular basis.  If interested in this more structured form of ground training, please speak to a staff member.

TRAINING PERFORMANCE:

GROUND SCHOOL: Intermediate quizzes and a final test will measure the client’s performance.  Acceptable performance consists of successfully passing the quizzes and final exam with a score of at least 80%.  At the completion of the ground school portion of the course, the FAA Airman's Knowledge Test is required with a passing grade of 70%.

FLIGHT TRAINING: The client's progress during flight training is measured by periodic flight checks which cover all required flight maneuvers and specify the level of competence which should be attained at selected intervals during his training.  Progress records are kept for each client's flight training.  These records consist of a client folder showing the number of hours of flight time, the maneuvers covered and the instructor's grading and comments concerning the client's performance on his flight checks and any deficiencies are noted.  While a reasonable latitude is allowed in the number of flight hours required to achieve a specified level of proficiency, clients who show unsatisfactory progress and/or lack of aptitude for the rating being sought, will be dismissed.  The client's satisfactory completion of a course consists of successfully passing the FAA Flight Test and receiving the appropriate pilot rating.

PRIVATE PILOT CERTIFICATION TRAINING COURSE
CURRICULUM
The Private Pilot Certification Training Course follows the curriculum outlined in FAR Part 141, Subpart C, Appendix B, and consists of a minimum of 35 hours of flight training in a Cessna Skyhawk (C-172R/S) or a Piper Archer III. (Note that these are the FAA-mandated minimums. Most clients will require somewhat more time than these minimums. Note also that the total cost represented here does not include the aircraft rental time for the flight test with the FAA Designated Examiner (typically 1.0 – 1.5 hours) or the actual examiner’s fee, paid directly to the examiner.)

ENROLLMENT REQUIREMENTS
Age:

The minimum age is 16 years old.

Education:
The client must be able to read, write, speak, and understand the English 



Language.

Physical:
All flight training clients must pass a third-class medical examination prior to the first solo flight.
